Atlanta is the capital of the U.S. state of Georgia, with an estimated 2017 metropolitan population of 6,144,000 people, the 8th largest metropolitan area in the U.S. Established in 1837 at the intersection of two railroad lines, the city rose from the ashes of the Civil War to become a national center of commerce. In the decades following the Civil Rights Movement, the city earned a reputation as ‘too busy to hate’ for the progressive views of its citizens and leaders, Atlanta is the primary transportation hub of the Southeastern U.S., via highway, railroad, and air, with Hartsfield–Jackson Atlanta International Airport being the world's busiest airport since 1998.

Atlanta's diverse economy ranks 15th among world cities and 6th in the U.S. with dominant sectors including logistics, professional and business services, media operations, manufacturing, and information technology. 
Global Business Program
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Atlanta has the 4th largest number of Fortune 500 companies in the U.S. after New York, Houston, and Dallas including Coca-Cola Company, United Parcel Service (UPS), Delta Airlines, Genuine Parts, and Home Depot. Global insurance giant AFLAC is just a short drive away. Testifying to the importance of global business, over 30 countries have Atlanta consulates, and companies from over 65 countries call Atlanta home. There are 657 Japan-related enterprises in Georgia, tying Japan with Germany. Japanese companies employ more Georgians than any other country. Japanese companies include Honda, YKK, TOTO, Kubota, Komatsu, Nittsu, and Panasonic.
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Students will virtually visit the state of Georgia Economic Development Office, JETRO and classes at an Atlanta University to understand the macro side of globalization. Daily, they visit banking, manufacturing, tourism, and distribution companies representing both the US and overseas concerns to be able to compare and contrast domestic enterprise with transnational strategies. UPS, Coca Cola, Delta, Kubota, TOTO, and YKK are always highlights.
